The main part of the business however, is processing and delivering milk within our local area, so there is a lot of contact with the public and our customers, they set our standard; these are the people we need to impress.

The successful candidate must be able to turn their hands to any new job or skill. This is an exciting new opportunity to help grow a progressive and determined small business. Routine work will be 4-6 milkings per week, 2 delivery runs and 2 processing days. As well as the routine the individual will be involved with; farm maintenance, harvest, grazing management, bedding and calf rearing. When processing the milk, the candidate will be pasteurising milk, packaging and storing as well as maintaining a high standard of cleanliness.  Depending on their interests there are also other roles such as marketing, social media and sales to become involved with.

The successful candidate may not have some of the skills required above, but if they are willing and quick to learn then their lack of skill will not be a hinderance. A farming background is not essential, just a desire and drive to break into this industry. 

The starting Salary is £20,000 which will grow as the company does and depending on the roles taken by the successful candidate. Weekends will alternate on and off but there will always be 1 day off during the week. 

If the successful candidate thrives within the business, then this will help the company develop more quickly; our goal is to expand to multiple sites.  So, one day we hope that the successful candidate will grow with us and eventually manage their own farm or farms with How Now Dairy…
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
